	Networking – The Connections Game – How It Works!
You will have been given one playing card from a desk of 52. The aim of the game is to find someone with a card that complements your card to form a Starting Hand. The two of you then approach the Dealer together to play a hand of Texas Hold’em Poker. The Dealer will then deal the hand. You will both receive points depending upon the finishing value of the hand. 

You can play as many games as possible by approaching the Dealer with a different person to form a new Starting Hand. You cannot partner with the same person more than once. 
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
